
NOTES ON TITHE AWARD 


In 1848 there was a full village survey - Baslow and Bubnell separately – listing every building, field and plot of land, giving 


the name of the owner, 


the name of the occupier, 


the type of land eg Croft, 


the Cultivation where relevant eg Oats


The Size of Plot – Acres, Roods and Perches


The Rent paid to The Duke of Rutland, and others

In some instances, several houses are grouped together, so a number of occupants appear in the same schedule.

The Schedules are accompanied with maps of Baslow and of Bubnell indicating the position of each plot
